HNMUN is an annual model United Nations held by the 

International Affairs Association of Harvard University in 

Boston, Massachusetts. It runs for five full days of debate 

and negotiation. The conference attracts over 2000 tertiary 

students from across the world, although the attendees at 

HNUMN hail overwhelmingly from within the United States. 

It is an opportunity to develop the skills of diplomacy and 

debate using a simulation of international conflicts. During 

HNMUN the delegation will stay at the Boston Plaza Hotel, 

along with the rest of the conference. 

 

The Tour: UN and Young People 

Planned activities include visits to the White House, the U.N 

building and Congress, and consultations with the Australian 

ambassadors to the U.N and the U.S respectively, as well as 

relevant youth focused NGOs. There will also be workshops 

and visits and prominent Universities. Cities on the itinerary 

will include Washington D.C, Virginia, Pennsylvania, New 

York and Boston. As well as the consultations with various 

agencies and leaders, there will also be a strong social focus, 

with many fun activities planned on top of the intellectual 

stimulus.

Cost 

The total cost cannot be determined until flights are 

finalised. An estimate of the cost, including the flights, 

accommodation for the period of the tour and the HNMUN 

conference, transport between cities, several meals, group 

social activities and all conference registration costs places 

the price at around $5 000. It is likely food and living 

expenses will increase this estimate, as will a complicated 

flight plan. Sponsorship is both possible and likely, with 

many delegates getting the opportunity to substantially 

reduce or offset costs through community sponsorship. We 

encourage all interested students to apply, and to view the 

cost as a surpassable challenge!
